Last
year this chance fell upon Swiss player Krdhenbilihl who beat IMs
in the first three rounds and finished with a nice FM-norm. A nice
target set for Bentzen, too!

We wish you all a good tournament. May you all win! We will
do our best to contribute to a good atmosphere. In the 10 bulle-
tins you will find all the games of the international group, and
we are open for games from the other groups as well. Further we
will give you our traditional "News from outside the Chess World",
we will quote happenings, episodes, etc. And you are all welcome
to visit the bulletin office, or to pass through it on your way
to our relaxation room in which we have a mini-TV, soft chairs -
and of course chess boards in case you want to comment your games
- for the bulletin or for the tournament book which will also ap-
pear after this tournament. Your fee will be a copy of the book
when it appears.

NOTE that in the first round the lowest rated player had the white pieces,
and that the players have only been written in this way for your
convenience when you are looking back during the future rounds to see
the order of players.

Round 1
Round 1 is always particularly interesting because it usually produces a lot'
of determined clashes between the upper half of the field wanting to profit
from the "weak opposition", and the lower half of the field with everything
to win as they are expected to lose anyway. For the lower half this system is
a big opportunity. A win in Rd 1, and they are sure to get another title hol-
der and are well on the way to a title norm.

In 1981 the highest rated players did very well though they had to fight
hard. The games lasted an average of 41 moves, and only the GMs had a very
tough time, only drawing 2-2. This year the games were a little shorter, and
the top players did a little worse, winning by 194-12% - and the GMs took
only 1%4/4. It's really difficult to be a GM in the Politiken Cup!

All the winners from 1981 started off with wins (Velikov, Taulbut and Kirov).
The biggest upset was the win by Laird from Ermenkov. Davies was overcome by
Australian Johansen, but for many (especially male chauvinist pigs) the real
chock was Pia Cramling's win against IM Ravikumar. Many of us, however, re-
member her win from Kovacs two years ago in a 9 hours Rd 1 game, and others
know of her latest triumph, winning the Linhamn Open speed tournament with
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63/7 ahead of players like GM Schmidt (PL), IM Wedberg (% Cramling), IM Akesson
(0 Cramling), and lots of other IMs and in all 143 male rivals. Two Danish cla-
shes both produced surprises when Brinck-Claussen who earned an IM-norm last
year, lost to Allan Jensen, and Peter Gallmayer played a splendid game against
Mogens Moe. Last year's sensation man, Krdhenbtihl, opened well again, drawing
Kirov, and there were other notable results which you can dig up yourself. A
promissing start with many good games and a reasonable portion of upsets!

Runde 1
Runde 1 har altid noget specielt over sig med sine opggr mellem spillerne fra
feltets gverste halvdel og spillerne fra nederste halvdel. For to ar siden kunne
toppen kun vinde knebent fra bunden. Sidste ar var 1. rundes partier i gennem-
snit pd 41 trak, men det var toppen, der vandt meget sikkert til slut. I ar
sejrede gverste halvdel med 19%-12%, men der var plads til seks gevinster til
"the underdogs".

St¢rste overraskelse var Ermenkovs nederlag til Laird fra New Zealand, men
for mange, der stadig ikke har bgjet sig for, at piger godt kan spille skak,
skal Pia Cramlings gevinst mod Ravikumar nok have varet det stgrste chok.

Sidste &r fik stormestrene kun 2/4 i &bningsrunden - i &r matte de ngjes med

14/4, OG INGEN AF DEM VANDT! Krdhenbtihl, sidste ars sensationsmand, var mellem

dem, der hentede sig et halvt point fra en GM, nemlig Kirov. Rundens eneste

opggr mellem landsmend var to danske slag, der begge sluttede med sejr for de .
undertippede. Brinck-Claussen, der sidste ar scorede en IM-norm, matte give

sig for Allen Jensen, og Peter Gallmayer vandt en meget smuk sejr over Mogens

Moe. Moe spiller kun denne ene internationale begivenhed hvert ar og skal

spille sig i form. Hans nye schweizergambit er nok en forudsaztning for at kun-

ne gentage sidste ars triumf.

Runden var knap sd langvarig som sidste ars start (tak fra bulletinkontoret!),
men meget farverig og en god start. Det tegner til nogle spazndende dage med
masser af god skak. '

Others
kept their nerves, like Wiedenkeller who in the adjourned position has queen
and pawn against Kirov's rook and pawn, Pliester who beat Schneider, and Bent-
zen who won from Rosenlund after more or less losing a piece. There were a
couple of short draws in the top encounters, and also a couple of short wins.
In all it was a very interesting round, and we note that Velikov is back in
the leaf after his win against Rind ... if not Jakobsen is able to win his fa-
vourable, but difficult, adjournement against Hazai, or there is a winner in
the game Hjartarson - Kopec.

Fierce fighting all over - because of the rain? the rest days in the soccer world
championship? Or the rest day in Politiken Cup? Hard to say, and it was hardly
because of the rest day that two of the top encounters were very close to being
the first to finish - and in wins! Ole Jakobsen who has played what may show up
. to be the best of his chess ever, totally outwitted Portisch and forced a resigna-
tion after less then 20 moves. And Velikov blundered away his game against Gul-
brandsen in move 16 and resigned. The two top players, Fedder and Akesson, also
were very energetic. Akesson seemed to be better, but Fedder has defended so
many times, and also on this occasion he put up a stubborn defence. Just before
the time control Akesson refused a draw by repetition and instead continued badly
which allowed Fedder to obtain a small advantage for the adjournement session
which might be a long one. Pliester lost to Hazai, after a tough game reigning
European junior champion Curt Hansen won his third consecutive victory against
a very strong routined IM - Taulbut, while Wedberg defeated Cummings. Cox was
close to winning from Hjartarson before the game was drawn, and Spassov won rather
easily from Jens Hartung. Kirov snatched a pawn from Davies in the fifth hour
and is trying to win the adjournement, Iskov stopped Pia Cramling, and Westerinen
won a beautiful game against Wiedenkeller. Klaus Berg profited from a bad blunder
by Kaiszauri in a drawish position and is the only one to have won three conse-
cutive games besides Curt Hansen.

In Rd 8 he beat Steen Fedder, who thus suffered his first defeat. Jakobsen and
Akesson split the point after a fairly correct game, and Hazai seems to be sure
of making the leaders a quartet in his adjournement against Spassov. But very
much in focus were the lower placed players in this round. Pia Cramling seems

to have ensure herself of a female GM-norm, but she needs only half a point more
for an FM-norm - and that is not a female one. Today she won nicely with black
from King who never got a chance to get his pieces in play and resigned after
losing a piece combinatively. Brinck-Claussen met with Ermenkov and outplayed
him gradually to receive the resignation of his opponent just before adjournement
time. Jens Hartung won from Carsten Hgi and already has made certain of his
FM-norm. His opponents in the ultimate rounds will have to take care as he will
now go for the IM-norm! Curt Hansen seemed to have a promissing position against
Gulbrandsen, but after defeating Schneider, Sznapik & Taulbut in three consecu-
tive rounds he had to settle for a draw this time. But anyway the reigning
European Junior champion has showed himself capable of playing very well and
also demonstrated his will to fight and come back after losses as he suffered
two early set-backs. Just below the top there were many draws, but others fought
intensely and forced decisions. Bellin tried with a double piece sacrifice
against Wiedenkeller and obtained interesting play, but lost in the end.

A round with many draws, especially in the op pairings. And there should have
been one more, as Portisch had a perpetual when he overlocked a mate in one.

He had even 10 minutes left on his clock, so it was an obvious case of what
Tarrasch names Amaurosis Scacchistica (Chess Blindness). But of course Akesson
could be very satisfied. He thought that Monday would be his unlucky day after
being involved a a bicycle crash in the morning (his fault, we said: the mor-
ning!). The bicycle was destroyed and now he has to win the money for a new,
prebably. If things goes his way, he will pocket 10.000 kroners tomorrow.

. If they don't, he will still be in the prize list. Wedberg and Hazai were not
long in their winning tries before they split the point. Jakobsen and Fedder
played cosiderably more before they agreed to their draw, which made Fedder
an IM. Congratulations! He will now be able to play quite without nerves today.
That was what Brinck~Claussen could last year -- and then he lost to Wedberg.
Gulbrandsen tried hard against Kirov, but it was not enough for more then a
draw. Taulbut just managed the draw against a furious attack from Sznapik,
and while writing this, Brinck-Claussen is still examining Spassov in a clearly
drawn rook and pawns' ending with two pawns against one. Iskov went to the
top by beating surprise man Jens Hartung who has already secured himself an
FM-norm , and others fought very hard for their norms. Pliester wiped Velikov
out in 21 moves - and with black, and Cox got Westerinen in a position in
which he could find no sensible move 40 - and lost on time. Pia Cramling has
made her first FM-norm and second WGM-norm after drawing Davies. Afterwoods
she was a little annoyed with herself. She was a little better, she thought,
in the final position, and ought to have played on. Because of her own low
rating she has now no chance of an IM-norm, if she is not paired with Velikov
and beating him! Hgi put an end to the IM-norm dreams of Kopec who needs a
win today for an FM-norm, Wiedenkeller won from Gallmayer and needs only half
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a point for an IM-norm, the same as Gallmayer for an FM-norm. Ermenkov is
continuing his unlucky strike - today he lost against Kaiszauri. You should
take a note of Thorsteins who has met with very strong opposition and today
beat Schneider. A draw will give him an FM-norm. Among the bottom players

we note that Thorbjgrn Rosenlund after his disastrous opening and middle
game has made 2%/3 in his end game. Today he established a sort of Politiken
Cup record by sacrificing a rook at move 6. Not by leaving it in its opening
position, but by capturing a pawn on h7 - and he won!

Today - the last round. What will happen? Will Akesson go for a draw ~ and
will he be allowed to do so by his opponent, Iskov? Hardly! How many will get
a share of the cash prizes? One thing is sure. Whoever has 5% needs a win for
a money prize — but so many of the players with 5% just needs a draw for their
IM-norm, so what will who prefer? Tonight we will be much wiser!
